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FACT SHEET: iN2015 MASTERPLAN 

iN2015 - What It Is

· IDA is leading a national effort to formulate and develop ‘iN2015’ (pronounced “in twenty-fifteen). This is a 10-year master plan that will transform Singapore into a global leading city, where infocomm becomes intrinsic how we live, learn, work and play. The iN2015 masterplan will be launched in June 2006.

· Led by IDA, iN2015 development is a multi-agency effort that engages the private, public and people sectors. iN2015 master plan will identify new possibilities for Singapore’s industries, economy and society, empowered by next era technologies. The iN2015 masterplan will be launched in June 2006.
iN2015 – Why?
· Singapore first embarked on the National Computerisation Plan for the Civil Service in the 1980s. Since then there were various plans to grow an IT industry and build connectivity within Singapore. These include the National IT plan (TradeNet, LawNet and MediNet); IT2000 (Singapore ONE - One Network for Everyone); Infocomm 21, and Connected Singapore. IT has become a critical differentiator that has helped Singapore reach current successes, benefited individuals and businesses.
· iN2015 master plan will ensure Singapore’s continued international competitiveness through infocomm technologies. In 10 years, Infocomm technologies will be pervasive. Infocomm technologies will transform key economic sectors in Singapore. 
Consultative Process – “P, P, P”

· To date, the People sector has voiced their views through ExpressIT! iN2015. This is a vision competition held between May to July 2005. More than 3000 entries to the competition were received from primary and secondary schools, pre-university institutions, and the general public. ExpressIT! iN2015 winners received their prizes from Dr Balaji Sadasivan, SMS (MICA) on 17 Nov 2005..  

· Through pictures, essays and multimedia, the people sector voiced how they would like infocomm technologies to enhance their lives by year 2015. There were a myriad of plausible ideas, that spanned many areas – education, healthcare, entertainment, tourism, infrastructure, manufacturing and logistics, transportation, government services and even within homes. 

· These ideas are being reviewed by a high-level iN2015 Steering Committee led by Mr Lam Chuan Leong, Chairman of IDA, comprising members from the private and public sectors. The Steering Committee has been tasked to identify areas of opportunity where infocomm technologies can create new value propositions and innovative services, to enhance the productivity and competitiveness of key economic sectors, such as digital media and entertainment, education, financial services, government services, healthcare and biomedical sciences, logistics and high-tech manufacturing, as well as tourism. 

 
· IDA will also look into and consult industry focus groups on Soft Infrastructure (Policy & Regulatory Framework), Interoperability & Standards and International Linkages

What’s Next:

· Updates on the views sought from the Public and Private sectors will also be shared over the next few months, leading to the launch of iN2015. Meanwhile, IDA, with other private and public organisations, have identified 3 areas of focus for Singapore: manpower, enterprise and infrastructure development. These are foundational pillars to the iN2015 masterplan.

· Singapore has built an excellent infocomm infrastructure that has served its people well. Moving forward, there is a need to review the current infrastructure to ensure that future services and applications such as virtual learning and remote healthcare can be supported and successfully implemented. 

· In the area of manpower, the challenge lies in building a skilled workforce with the required infocomm expertise to sustain the nation’s economic development. Singapore needs to develop its people in both the technology as well as business domain knowledge, so that they may become architects of infocomm solutions and lead innovations. 

· The third area of concern is how Singapore enterprises can further build their infocomm capabilities, so as to grow in both the local and overseas markets. With the pressures of increasing competition, it is also vital to leverage fully on the nation’s strengths and continue to look for new markets to expand.

This is a vision competition to engage the people to come forth with ideas for the iN2105 masterplan. The 3000 over entries received expressed the public’s views on how technology can help them learn, work and play in year 2015.

	Formation of the iN2015 steering committee 
Establishment of the Infocomm Competency Council (ICC)

IDA and the Singapore Workforce Development Authority (WDA) have facilitated the setting up of the council, chaired by Mr Lee Kwok Cheong, President of SCS, to guide the development of the National Infocomm Competency Framework. Recommendations from the ICC will provide valuable inputs to the iN2015 masterplan.

	Unveiling of the Infocomm Manpower Development Roadmap

Infocomm talent is critical to Singapore's continued leadership as the choice location for Infocomm business and innovation. This $120 million, 5-year Roadmap thus forms part of the iN2015 masterplan, and is a joint effort between the government and the industry. It aims to develop an innovative, entrepreneurial, globally-competitive and infocomm-savvy workforce to drive the creation and exploitation of Infocomm technologies. 
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
