CORRIGENDUM FOR CALL FOR PROPOSAL TO DESIGN, BUILD, OWN AND OPERATE A CHILLED WATER PLANT (WITH OPTION FOR AN INTEGRATED POWER PLANT) IN DATA CENTRE PARK
1. With reference to the Call for Proposal that was published on 5 June 2012, please note the following:
(a) Replace Clause 5.2(b), CFP Main Document, with the following clauses. 

(b) Minimum load factor, percentage of declared demand load
The proposed minimum load should represent the minimum amount of chilled water required by the Plant to be efficient. Participants are to note that if the Actual Load (as defined in the CWSA Term Sheet set out in Annex C) of any DC is less than the minimum load of that DC, the Developer will be entitled to charge that DC the Minimum Load Charge (as defined in the CWSA Term Sheet set out in Annex C) based on this minimum load. If the Actual Load of any DC is equal to or higher than the minimum load of that DC, the DC will be charged based on the Actual Load.

(b) Replace Clause 5.3 and 5.4, CFP Main Document, with the following clauses.

5.3
Non-Compliance

Only Proposals which comply with the prescribed pricing framework and parameters as described in paragraph 5.2(b), 5.2(c) and 5.2(d) will be evaluated. 
5.4
Project Financial Information Form
Each Participant shall submit the financial analysis and assumptions in substantially the Project Financial Information Form set out in Annex E, based on its proposed chilled water charge, minimum load factor and A, B, C and Eff components in the Price Ceiling Adjustment formula as contemplated in paragraph 5.

(c) Replace Clause 1, Annex B (Payment Mechanism), with the following clauses.
1. CWSA CHARGES

Unless the Tenant has elected to enter into an individualised CWSA with the Concession Company as contemplated in Clause 14.4(b) of the Concession Agreement, the Concession Company must charge each Tenant for the supply of Chilled Water Service on a monthly basis as follows:

(a) where the Tenant’s actual usage or consumption (“Actual Load”) of the Chilled Water Service equals to or is higher than the minimum load of that Tenant, the Concession Company must charge that Tenant the actual usage charge (“Actual Usage Charge”) which is calculated as follows :

ACL = CWSA Charge x AL x AU 

Where:

ACL = Actual Usage Charge in Singapore Dollars

CWSA Charge = Chilled Water Charge as reflected in the CWSA, in Singapore Dollars per Refrigeration Ton (RT) per hour, which must not in any event exceed the Price Ceiling for the relevant billing month

AL = actual usage of the Chilled Water Service by that Tenant in RT during the relevant billing month

AU = actual usage in hours during the relevant billing month 

(b) where the Actual Load is less than the minimum load of that Tenant, the Concession Company must charge that Tenant the minimum load charge (“Minimum Load Charge”) which is calculated as follows :

MLC = CWSA Charge x M x DDL x 730

Where:

MLC = Minimum Load Charge in Singapore Dollars

CWSA Charge = Chilled Water Charge as reflected in the CWSA, in Singapore Dollars per Refrigeration Ton (RT) per hour, which must not in any event exceed the Price Ceiling for the relevant billing month

M = Minimum Load Factor quoted as a percentage of the Declared Demand Load (%)

DDL = Declared Demand Load in RT of that Tenant

730 = Number of hours in an average month, calculated as (365 days per year x 24 hours per day) / 12 months

(d) Replace Clause 17.1, Annex G (Concession Agreement), with the following clauses.
17.1
Prices charged by Concession Company

Unless the Tenant has elected to enter into an individualised CWSA with the Concession Company as contemplated in Clause 14.4(b), the Concession Company shall charge each Tenant for the supply of Chilled Water Service as follows:

(a) where its actual usage or consumption (“Actual Load”) of the Chilled Water Service equals to or is higher than the minimum load of that Tenant, the Concession Company shall charge that Tenant the actual usage charge (“Actual Usage Charge”) which is calculated as follows :

Actual Usage Charge = Actual Load(RT) * CWSA Charge ($/RTh) * Usage(h)

(b) where the Actual Load is less than the minimum load of that Tenant, the Concession Company shall charge that Tenant the minimum load charge (“Minimum Load Charge”) which is calculated as follows :

Minimum Load Charge = Minimum Load Factor(%) * Declared Demand Load(RT) * CWSA Charge ($/RTh) * 730(h)

in either case as described in Clause 17.1(a) or 17.1(b), the CWSA Charge shall be at a rate not exceeding the Price Ceiling.

(e) Replace Item 13(a) & (b), Annexure 4 (CWSA Term Sheet) of Annex G (Concession Agreement), with the following clauses.
(a) where the Actual Load equals to or is higher than the minimum load, the actual usage charge (“Actual Usage Charge”) which is calculated as follows :

Actual Usage Charge = Actual Load(RT) * Chilled Water Charge ($/RTh)* Usage(h)

(b)
where the Actual Load is less than the minimum load, minimum load charge (“Minimum Load Charge”) which is calculated as follows :

Minimum Load Charge = Minimum Load Factor (%) * Declared Demand Load(RT) * Chilled Water Charge ($/RTh)* 730(h) 
(f) The attached ‘Plot Plan (AutoCAD)’ shall supplement the information in the published CFP documents.

(g) The attached ‘Responses to Public Queries on CFP’ shall supplement the information in the published CFP documents and Corrigendum 1 and 2, published on 12 July 2012 and 13 August 2012 respectively.
