SiTF supports IDA’s anti-spam effort with

free downloads of trial anti-spam software, public education forum

The Singapore infocomm Technology Federation (SiTF) is supporting the effort by the Infocomm Development Authority of Singapore (IDA) to curb e-mail spam through two major initiatives. 

It has marshalled key members of the SiTF Singapore Security Chapter (SiTF-SSC) to offer free downloads of popular anti-spam software which individual and business users can download and use for free for up to three months.

The SiTF will also be organising a public forum on 22 June 2004 to create awareness among the general public of the problem of e-mail spam and its impact.  The forum supported by IDA will also explore potential ways of tackling the spam problem in Singapore. 

“The multi-pronged approach adopted by the IDA offers a holistic response to a pervasive global problem of e-mail spam,” said SiTF Chairman Saw Ken Wye. “SiTF is fully committed to supporting this programme by providing the technological solutions, and in helping to educate the general public on the e-mail spam problem.”

“The IDA’s approach is pro-business, as it provides greater clarity in defining what is and what is not spam. Such clarity is important in enabling businesses to conduct legitimate and responsible marketing activities using e-mail without being accused of spamming,” he added.

Free downloads of trial anti-spam software

Key members of the SiTF Singapore Security Chapter (SiTF-SSC) have joined forces to offer free downloads of popular anti-spam software for the public and businesses on a trial basis for between 30 – 90 days. 

They include Brightmail, Computer Associates, Network Associates, Sophos, Symantec and Ufinity. The free trials will allow e-mail users to try and identity suitable software solutions that meet their needs.  CNet Asia is also collaborating in this effort by providing the web space for the public to download the software. The download link can be found in the SiTF-SSC website at www.sitf.org.sg/ssc.

Anti-Spam Forum

With the support of IDA and corporate sponsors, SiTF will also be organising a public education forum on Tuesday, 22 June 2004 at the Suntec Conference Centre. This free public forum aims to raise public awareness of the e-mail spam problem and its impact; and to explore ways and means to combat the problem. 

The Forum will bring together key leaders and representatives from government, industry and trade-related associations, IT companies and academia in Singapore to discuss important policy and industry issues confronting the fight against spam.

 

The full-day Forum will consist of two sessions: In the morning session, members from both the public and private sectors will speak and discuss legal/policy issues on the need to regulate spam.  In the afternoon, industry players will share their views on current and future anti-spam solutions. They will also showcase the latest anti-spam technology and solutions.
