ANNEX 2 - Fact Sheet : Enterprise-g @ Singapore 

Enterprise-g @ Singapore is a national collaboration framework to develop capability and spur the adoption of enterprise grid technology, with the objective of bringing grid technology into the enterprise space. Enterprise-g @ Singapore will be supported by three main programmes, or pillars.

Pillar 1: Pilots & test bed

· Implement Enterprise Grid pilot projects, such as SLA’s Land Data Hub

· Develop end-to-end Grid Computing Test bed to accelerate adoption

Pillar 2: Competency

· Develop Enterprise Grid Architecture consulting competency

· Develop Enterprise Grid reference architecture for Singapore

· Leverage on Oracle’s R&D expertise from its worldwide resources, to help local industry derive economic value from grid computing

· Establish Enterprise Grid Manpower certification programmes

Pillar 3: Partner & Market Development

· Establish industry development platform to help local infocomm enterprises build and export innovative Enterprise Grid applications

· Develop marketing and awareness programmes to profile Singapore’s efforts in Enterprise Grids

· Establish strategic partnerships with Grid standards bodies such as the Global Grid Forum to plug Singapore companies into the worldwide Enterprise Grid ecosystem.

An Enterprise-g Center has also been set up as the collaboration cornerstone to drive key initiatives under each branch.

The Enterprise-g @ Singapore initiative represents a S$25m investment over 3 years in 3 key areas:

· Helping local industry develop enterprise grid solutions

· Helping local Infocomm professionals obtain knowledge and certification in enterprise grid technology

· Help spur more companies to adopt enterprise grid technology
The investment will take place mainly in the area of capability development. IDA and Oracle recognize that this is a worthwhile investment, in order to help enterprise in Singapore tap into a global grid industry that will be worth an estimated US$12 billion in revenue by 2007 (IDC: Role of Grid Computing in the Coming Innovation Wave, March 2004).

Ultimately, the Enterprise-g @ Singapore vision will see local IT companies taking the lead in enterprise grid innovation, and encourage Singapore companies to adopt enterprise grid technology to be more competitive, lower computing costs and improve ROI.
