Comments by MobileOne (Asia) Pte Ltd on the proposed MCA

1. Clause 9

The requirements to disclose confidential information to the Receiving Party’s financial advisers and bankers is too tedious and detailed. We suggest that “professional adviser” under Clause 8 includes financial advisers and bankers and that Clause 9 be deleted.

2. Clause 14(e)

Under this clause, SingTel is able to use the licensee’s confidential information to resolve disputes under ANY interconnection agreement with other parties. We do not think this is reasonable and propose that the clause be deleted.

3.
Clause 15
The Receiving Party should not have a right to disclose the Disclosing Party’s confidential information to any third parties other than those specifically mentioned in the MCA such as the Authorised Persons, professional advisers and to emergency organisations. Disclosure to any other third party must be with the written consent of the Disclosing Party. We suggest that Clause 15 be deleted.

4.
Clause 20
5 years upon expiry or termination of the MCA is too long. Such information would most probably become public information or not proprietary by then. We suggest 2 years upon expiry or termination of the MCA.
