Oldham Theatre

Oldham Theatre is a specialised
cinema and screening venue
located within the National Archives
of Singapore at Canning Rise.
Operated by the Asian Film Archive,
the 134-seat theatre opened in 2019
to host curated screenings,
retrospectives, festivals, and film-
related talks.

The venue is equipped with 4K
digital projection and 35mm film
capabilities to support both
contemporary works and restored
archival prints. Regular programmes
include themed screenings and
educational initiatives that highlight
Asia’s cinematic heritage. Through
its curated programming, Oldham
Theatre provides a dedicated space
for audiences, researchers, and
filmmakers to engage with
significant regional films.
