Association (SEAPAVAA), and the 
Association of Moving Image 
Archivists (AMIA). 
 
AFA aspires to be a hub for the 
Asian film community, 
contributing to culture, 
scholarship, and industry through 
screenings, educational 
programmes, and cultural 
initiatives that open and enrich 
intellectual, educational, and 
creative spaces.

It also provides 
consultancy, project 
management, and talent 
development support for 
Singapore's film and media 
ecosystem.
