INTRODUCTION

This Service Schedule sets out the terms and conditions under which Nucleus
Connect will provide the service known as NBAP Per-End-User Connection (as
defined below) to the Contracting QP.

This Service Schedule comprises the following:

(a) the provisions herein;

(b) subject to paragraph 6, the General Service Terms and Conditions and the
following Appendices:
0] Appendix 1: Provisioning Timeframe;
(i) Appendix 2: Service Level Guarantees; and

(c) Orders submitted by the Contracting QP in relation to this Service Schedule.

In the event of any inconsistency or conflict between the provisions herein, the
General Service Terms and Conditions and Orders submitted by the Contracting QP
in relation to this Service Schedule, the order of precedence shall be as follows:

(b) Orders submitted by the Contracting QP in relation to this Service Schedule;
and

(c) the General Service Terms and Conditions.

The Master ICO Agreement, including the Annexes, shall apply unless and to the
extent amended or supplemented by the provisions of this Service Schedule.

In this Service Schedule, a reference to a paragraph, unless stated otherwise, is to a
paragraph of this Service Schedule.

DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION

Unless otherwise defined herein this Service Schedule, all terms and expressions
used herein will be construed to have the same meanings as found in the Master ICO
Agreement and the General Service Terms and Conditions. Where a term or
expression is defined specifically in this Service Schedule herein, the provisions
herein shall prevail.

In this Service Schedule:

Approved has the meaning ascribed thereto in paragraph 6.1(d) or 6.1(f), as
Project the case may be;

Class of means any of the following class of service:
Service or CoS (a) Class A Real Time (Class A);
(b) Class B Near Real Time (Class B);

each of which is prescribed QoS parameters as set out in the table

Committed means the minimum bandwidth that Nucleus Connect guarantees
Information over the A-B segment of the diagram in the definition of “QoS”, for
Rate (CIR) each NBAP Per-End-User Connection;
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means the physical port which the Contracting QP’s or End-User’s
equipment shall interface to the Active Network for the purpose of
receiving or using each NBAP Per-End-User Connection;

Symmetrical means equal bandwidth for Uplink and Downlink (between the End-
User and the Aggregation Network); and
Uplink means bandwidth in the upstream direction (from the End-User to
the Aggregation Network).
COMMENCEMENT

This Service Schedule shall commence with effect from the date that the Contracting
QP first places an Order to take up an NBAP Per-End-User Connection, in
accordance with the General Service Terms and Conditions.

SERVICE REQUIRMENTS

The Contracting QP shall place one (1) Order for each NBAP Per-End-User
Connection. For example, if the Contractor wishes to take up two (2) NBAP Per-End-
User Connections, the Contracting QP shall submit two (2) separate Orders.

When placing an Order for a NBAP Per-End-User Connection, the Contracting QP
shall be required to:

Choose one Service Port type which is either Fast Ethernet (“FE Service
Port”) or Gigabit Ethernet (“GE Service Port”). In the same Order, the
Contracting QP may choose up to two additional Service Ports to be
aggregated to the same NBAP Per-End-User Connection provided that all the
Service Ports are of the same type.

For FE Service Port(s), each NBAP Per-End-User Connection will have a
Symmetrical PIR of 100Mbps.

For GE Service Port(s), the Contracting QP can request for PIR of 100Mbps
and above in incremental steps of 50Mbps up to 500Mbps or PIR of 1Gbps
for each NBAP Per-End-User Connection in accordance with paragraph 5.1.

For GE Service Port(s) with PIR of 1Gbps, the underlying access technology
for the NBAP Per-End-User Connection shall be based on AE.

If pursuant to the Contracting QP's request, Nucleus Connect is not able to
provide such NBAP Per-End-User Connection, Nucleus Connect shall be
entitled to (x) reject the Order for such NBAP Per-End-User Connection and
(y) on-pass to the Contracting QP any third party charges, OpenNet’s
charges and/or ON Charges which have been incurred by Nucleus Connect
or which Nucleus Connect has committed to incur in respect of an Order.

Choose any of the following Network Layers:

0] Optionl: Layer 2 VLAN (IEEE 802.1qg and IEEE Q-in-Q). Where there
is more than one Service Port sharing the same NBAP Per-End-User
Connection, each Service Port shall have unique VLAN(S);

(i) Option 2: Layer 3 IPv4; or
(iii) Option 3: Layer 3 IPv6,

provided that the availability of Option 2 and Option 3 above are subject to
the Contracting QP having taken up and completed the L3 Virtual Routing
Domain Setup Service, which is an Ancillary Mandated Service provided by
Nucleus Connect.

(In respect of NBAP Per-End-User Connections) subscribe to at least one (1)
Class of Service for such NBAP Per-End-User Connection and
indicate the total Symmetrical CIR it wishes to purchase in blocks of
5Mbps provided that:

0] the combined aggregate Symmetrical CIR for all subscribed
Classes of Service shall be no more than 100Mbps for FE
Service Port;

(i) in the case of GE Service Port where the subscribed PIR is
500Mbps or less, the combined aggregated Symmetrical CIR
for subscribed Classes of Service shall be no more than
250Mbps or the subscribed PIR (whichever is lower); and

(iii) such NBAP Per-End-User Connection shall have at least one
(1) Class of Service with:

{) a minimum Symmetrical CIR of 10Mbps in the case
where the subscribed PIR is less than or equal to
500Mbps; or

() a minimum Symmetrical CIR of 250Mbps in the case

where the subscribed PIR is 1Gbps.

The Contracting QP may subsequently from time to time, increase or
decrease the Symmetrical CIR of each Class of Service subscribed
for such NBAP Per-End-User Connection , in blocks of 5Mbps,
provided that sub-paragraphs (i) to (iii) above is complied with. Such
increase or decrease of Symmetrical CIR shall constitute a
Modification for which the Contracting QP shall be required to submit
an Order pursuant to and in accordance with the General Service
Terms and Conditions.

The tables below show the performance parameters of the Class of Services
for NBAP Per-End-User Connection.

If the Contracting QP injects traffic into any NBAP Per-End-User Connection which
exceeds the Symmetrical CIR purchased for such NBAP Per-End-User Connection
pursuant to paragraph 4.2(c), the Contracting QP acknowledges and agrees that
notwithstanding that Nucleus Connect will endeavour to deliver such excess traffic,
such delivery is not guaranteed. For the avoidance of doubt, the Contracting QP shall
not be able to inject traffic into any NBAP Per-End-User Connection which exceeds
the PIR as set out in paragraph 4.2(a).

The Contracting QP must adhere to Nucleus Connect’'s QoS tagging scheme when
sending or receiving data traffic through any NBAP Per-End-User Connection from
the relevant Service Port(s). Such QoS tagging scheme requires the use of priority bit
value 5 for Class A, priority bit value 4 for Class B, priority bit value 2 for Class C and
priority bit value 1 for Class D.

If the Contracting QP requires Nucleus Connect to perform QoS tagging on behalf of
the Contracting QP, such tagging shall be on a one C-VLAN and one CoS per
Service Port basis.

In connection with the installation of the NBAP Per-End-User Connection, the
Contracting QP is to provide the following:

(a) Power Supply rated 240Volts, 13 Ampere, 16 watt, 50/60Hz;

(b) a physically secured structure to mount Nucleus Connect’'s equipment
weighing not more than 3.5Kg and not larger than 400 mm x 400 mm x 150
mm (Height x Width x Depth);

(c) an environment with an operating temperature between minus 40 Degree
Celsius and 65 Degree Celsius; and

(d) safety gear, equipment and/or escort and access by qualified personnel in
the event that the NBAP is in a hazardous, dangerous and/or under-
developed environment, except where Nucleus Connect is reasonably
expected to own and provide the same.

The Contracting QP acknowledges that for the purpose of providing NBAP Per-End-
User Connections hereunder, Nucleus Connect may need to subscribe for NBAP
services from OpenNet. Accordingly, the Contracting QP agrees that the provision of
NBAP Per-End-User Connection by Nucleus Connect hereunder shall be further
subject to OpenNet's terms and conditions for its provision of NBAP services to
Nucleus Connect.

In relation to any NBAP Per-End-User Connection taken up by the Contracting QP, if
the Contracting QP wishes to:

€) change the then existing Service Port type in respect of such NBAP Per-End-
User Connection (from FE Service Port to GE Service Port or vice versa);
and/or

(b) add or reduce the number of Service Ports aggregated to such NBAP Per-
End-User Connection, provided that the number of Service Ports sharing
such NBAP Per-End-User Connection shall not exceed three (3) at all times,

each such event shall constitute a Modification for which the Contracting QP shall be
required to submit an Order pursuant to and in accordance with the General Service
Terms and Conditions.

Nucleus Connect will make available to the Contracting QP the DHCP Option 82
Service in respect of the NBAP Per-End-User Connections taken up by the
Contracting QP.



5. CHARGES

The Charges set out in this paragraph 5 are the rates payable by the Contracting QP
on a NBAP Per-End-User Connection basis.

If the Contracting QP requires an additional Service Port or additional two (2)
Service Ports pursuant to paragraph 4.2(a), there will be an additional Monthly
Recurring Charge of $20 for each additional Service Port.

Subject to sub-paragraph (iii) below, when the Contracting QP subscribes
to a NBAP Per-End-User Connection with a Minimum Term of one (1)
month, the Contracting QP shall pay NC Charges (“1-month NC

where MRC means all relevant Monthly Recurring NC Charges
as set out in paragraph 5.1(a).

Nucleus Connect will commence charging the Contracting QP the 1-
month NC Charges on the RFS Date.

When placing the Order for such NBAP Per-End-User Connection, the
Contracting QP shall select the date of Deactivation; failing which:

(1) such NBAP Per-End-User Connection will not be Deactivated
upon the expiry of the said 1-month term but will continue to
remain active until it is Deactivated in accordance with the
General Service Terms and Conditions; and

(2) the Contracting QP shall continue to be liable to pay the 1-month
NC Charges even after the expiry of the said 1-month term until
such NBAP Per-End-User Connection is Deactivated in
accordance with the General Service Terms and Conditions.

One-Time Charges

The Charges set out below are non-refundable once they are imposed on the
Contracting QP by Nucleus Connect in the manner specified below. In addition,
depending on when the relevant action is preferred by the Contracting QP to be
undertaken by Nucleus Connect, the following multiplier factor will be applied to the
NC Charges set out below. For the avoidance of doubt, the multiplier factor to be
applied shall be one (1) unless the Contracting QP requests that the relevant action
be undertaken by Nucleus Connect on off-working hours during Business Day(s) or
on non Business Day(s).

Installation Charge

(i) Patching Charge in the NC CO and Co-location Space

€) A Patching Charge in addition to the Installation Charge will
be imposed if Nucleus Connect is required to provide
Patching Services. Nucleus Connect may be required to
provide Patching Services where the installation address is
located at the Co-location Space or the NC CO. This will be
charged at $40 per patch point.

(b) This Patching Service will be provided by Nucleus Connect if

required. The Contracting QP will be required to submit a
separate Order for this Patching Service.

Modification Charge

In addition to any charges agreed to be on-passed to the Contracting QP
pursuant to paragraphs 6.3 and 6.4 of the General Service Terms and
Conditions which have been incurred by Nucleus Connect, or which Nucleus
Connect has committed to incur, an NC Charge of $100 shall be imposed on
the Contracting QP upon the submission of a Maodification Order by the
Contracting QP.

Maintenance or Repair

0] Nucleus Connect will charge for every onsite visit or joint
investigation according to the length of time spent by Nucleus
Connect’s representative during such onsite visit or joint investigation
respectively, if such onsite visit or joint investigation is requested by
the Contracting QP. There will be a minimum charge of $800 per
onsite visit or joint investigation (as the case may be) up to the first
two hours. Subsequent hour blocks are charged at $400 per hour.

(i) The No Fault Found Charge referred to in the General Service Terms
and Conditions is $350 per Fault report.

(iii) In the event that routine maintenance of the NBAP Per-End-User
Connection service requires the use of safety gear, equipment and/or
escort and access by qualified personnel, such requirement shall be
provided by the Contracting QP to Nucleus Connect unless Nucleus
Connect is reasonably expected to own and provide the same.

Disconnection

Upon a disconnection of a NBAP Per-End-User Connection by reason of
suspension pursuant to the ICO Agreement, an NC Charge of $750 shall be
imposed on the Contracting QP.

Deactivation

Upon the Deactivation of a NBAP Per-End-User Connection, the following
Charges shall be imposed on the Contracting QP:

CHANGES FROM THE GENERAL SERVICE TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Paragraph 5.1 of the General Service Terms and Conditions

For the purpose of this Service Schedule, where the Contracting QP requires the
NBAP Per-End-User Connection, paragraph 5.1 of the General Service Terms and
Conditions shall not apply and the following provisions of this paragraph 6.1 shall
apply instead:

The Contracting QP acknowledges and agrees that in order for Nucleus
Connect to provide the NBAP Per-End-User Connection to the Contracting
QP, Nucleus Connect will need to request OpenNet to provide Nucleus
Connect with the relevant NBAP connection, which (if such request is
accepted by OpenNet) may involve a project study being undertaken by
OpenNet (the “OpenNet Project Study”).

If the Contracting QP indicates to Nucleus Connect in its Order to take up the
NBAP Per-End-User Connection, that it does not require OpenNet to provide
the ducting and cabling between the MDF Room (as determined by OpenNet
where the NetCo Network ends) and the NBAP TP, the Contracting QP shall
be responsible for the supply and maintenance of such ducting and cabling
(including, without limitation, securing the necessary access rights and
approvals). The Contracting QP shall also submit to Nucleus Connect the
proposed cable routing from the MDF Room to the NBAP TP. In such event,
the Contracting QP acknowledges and agrees that:

0] the Contracting QP shall provide such ducting and cabling from the
MDF Room and up to and including the NBAP TP that are of a
quality that is fit-for-purpose; and

(i) the Contracting QP shall make such ducting and cabling from the
MDF Room and up to and including the NBAP TP, available and
ready for Nucleus Connect’s use at least five (5) Business Days
before the RFS Date in respect of such NBAP Per-End-User
Connection.

If an Order to take up a NBAP Per-End-User Connection is not rejected by
Nucleus Connect, Nucleus Connect will provide a project schedule (the
“Project Schedule”) to the Contracting QP within ten (10) Business Days
from the completion of the OpenNet Project Study stating (i) the period within
which Nucleus Connect will activate such NBAP Per-End-User Connection, (ii)
an estimation of Nucleus Connect’s, OpenNet's and any third party charges
involved and (iii) such other terms and conditions relating to the provision of
such NBAP Per-End-User Connection as Nucleus Connect may specify. In
addition, in situations where OpenNet requires Nucleus Connect to agree on
certain ON Charges and Nucleus Connect intends to on-pass such ON
Charges to the Contracting QP, Nucleus Connect and the Contracting QP
shall also agree on such ON Charges before Nucleus Connect proceeds to
incur such ON Charges.

The Contracting QP will be able to raise to Nucleus Connect any terms that
are not acceptable to it in the Project Schedule within five (5) Business Days
from its receipt thereof, failing which the Contracting QP shall be deemed to
have accepted and agreed to the terms in the Project Schedule in its entirety
and such Project Schedule shall constitute an Approved Project Schedule.

If the Contracting QP and Nucleus Connect are unable to reach a mutual
agreement on the terms of a Project Schedule within ten (10) Business Days
after such Project Schedule is made available to the Contracting QP:

0] the Order which is the subject of such Project Schedule shall be
deemed to be Cancelled whereupon paragraph 5.2(a) shall apply;
and

(ii) such Project Schedule and this Service Schedule shall, unless

Nucleus Connect is separately providing NBAP Per-End-User
Connection for the Contracting QP at the time, in which case this
Service Schedule shall remain in force.

Nucleus Connect shall not unreasonably reject the Contracting QP’s request
for extension of the said ten (10) Business Days timeframe to reach a mutual
agreement on the terms of the Project Schedule.

As soon as practicable after the mutual agreement of the Contracting QP and
Nucleus Connect to the terms of a Project Schedule (as modified or with such
additional terms as the Contracting QP and Nucleus Connect may require),
the Contracting QP shall confirm in writing to Nucleus Connect that the
Contracting QP agrees to the terms of such Project Schedule in their entirety
(and such agreed Project Schedule shall hereinafter be referred to as an
“Approved Project Schedule”) within the ten (10) Business Days timeframe
(or as the case may be, the agreed extended timeframe) referred to in
paragraph 6.1(e) above, whereupon the Approved Project Schedule shall be
binding on Nucleus Connect and the Contracting QP.

If the Contracting QP subsequently does not wish to proceed with an

Approved Project Schedule, that shall be deemed to be a Cancellation
whereupon paragraph 5.2(a) shall apply."
